VILLAGE OF OTTAWA HILLS, OHIO
RESOLUTION No. 2009-16

AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO SUBMIT ONE OR MORE
APPLICATIONS FOR FUNDING TO THE OHIO PUBLIC
WORKS COMMISSION, AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO
ENTER INTO AGREEMENTS AS THEY MAY BE
NECESSARY AND APPROPRIATE FOR OBTAINING SUCH
FINANCIAL  ASSISTANCE, AND DECLARING AN
EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, applications for funding assistance to the Ohio Public
Works Commission/Issue 2 program must be submitted in October of 2009, and

WHEREAS, the Village wishes to continue to participate in the Ohio
Public Works Commission/Issue 2 program in order to offset some of the substantial cost
anticipated for future capital improvement projects, and

WHEREAS, the Village of Ottawa Hills may submit applications for
funding which involve only the Village of Ottawa Hills and/or projects which involve the
cooperation of participation of the City of Toledo and/or the County of Lucas.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE VILLAGE OF
OTTAWA HILLS, THAT:

SECTION 1. The Mayor is hereby authorized to make application for
Ohio Public Works Commission funds as may be available for such capital improvements as
may be necessary in the Village of Ottawa Hills. This authorization may be for one or more
such projects. The Mayor is further authorized to enter into any agreements as may be
necessary and appropriate for obtaining this financial assistance.

SECTION 2. Authorization is hereby provided to submit one or more
applications for funding which may include cooperation with the City of Toledo or the County
of Lucas. Additional authorization is hereby provided under which the Village of Ottawa Hills
may participate in an application submitted by the City of Toledo or the County of Lucas.

SECTION 3. The Village of Ottawa Hills will commit the necessary
funds for any obligation of the Village as included in the corresponding project application
which may receive approval of the Ohio Public Works Commission.

SECTION 4. It is hereby found and determined that all formal actions
of this Council and any of its committees concerning and relating to the passage of this
Resolution were adopted in open meetings, in compliance with all legal requirements, including
Section 121.22 of the Revised Code of Ohio.

SECTION 5. This legislation is hereby declared to be an emergency
made necessary for the continued peace, health, safety and welfare of the community and for
the further reason that the applications are due on October 14, 2009. As an emergency it shall
be in full force and effect immediately upon its passage.
